More than 700 San Joaquin County students participated in the 29" annual San Joaquin County Science
Olympiad Competition for Division B (middle school) and Division C (high school) at University of the Pacific on
Saturday, March 7. The awards ceremony immediately followed at Scottish Rite Auditorium in Stockton. Thirty
Division B teams and 25 Division C teams from throughout the County participated in 46 events in this one-day
competition. Medals and plaques were awarded to the top scoring teams.

Science Olympiad tournaments are rigorous academic interscholastic competitions that consist of a series of
individual and team events for which students prepare during the year.
